67A.(1) Without prejudice 10 section 67, the Minister may make
regulations requiring any master of an aircraft or ship expected to arrive in
Guyana or expected to depart from Guyana to furnish advance information
relating to any passenger or cargo or both on board of such aircraft or ship in
the form and manner as may be provided in the regulations.

(2) Where a master of an aircraft or ship who is required to fumish any
advance information under the regulation made under sub-section (1) -

(a} intenitonally fails to furnish the advance information; or

{b) recklessly furnishes incomplete or false advance
information,

he shall be liable 10 u fine not exceeding twently million dollars as may be
prescribed in the regulations.”,
