On 9 May 2018, the amendments specified with underline and strikethrough in the entries below 
were made to the ISIL (Da’esh) and Al-Qaida Sanctions List of individuals and entities subject to the 
assets freeze, travel ban and arms embargo set out in paragraph 1 of Security Council resolution 
2368 (2017) and adopted under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations:
